4. This is my last Will and Testament; and it hereby revokes and supersedes all previous Wills, Codicils or other Testamentary documents if any, that may have been executed so far. I hereby draft this Will in order to avoid any disputes that may arise after my demise and to ensure proper distribution of my estate, as per my wishes and to the benefit of my heirs/successors/Beneficiaries identified in the list of Beneficiaries (Schedule A).

5. I hereby grant, device and bequeath the said properties together with all rights, titles and interest therein in the manner and proportion as mentioned in Schedule A, (List of Beneficiaries) absolutely and in perpetuity. No other individual, entity or organization besides the above mentioned Beneficiaries shall have any right, title or interest of any kind whatsoever in the Estate. The Beneficiaries shall have full powers to sell, transfer or otherwise alienate their respective bequest in any manner they deem fit. 

6. If at the time of my demise, any of my children or any of the Beneficiaries happens to be a minor, my wife/husband shall hold the share of such minor child/beneficiary in trust for them until they attain the age of majority, until which time, the net income/ profits/ interest from their share of the Estate will be given or spent for maintenance and education of the said child/beneficiary. 

7. If my spouse (husband/wife) pre-deceases me, the Executor shall hold the share of such minor child/beneficiary in trust until they attain the age of majority, until which time, the net income from the said share of the Estate will be given or spent for maintenance expenses and education of the said child/beneficiary.
